Field Trips

Field trips can be very exciting learning opportunities for Eagle Academy students, and teachers are encouraged to take advantage of field trip opportunities as often as possible. Please keep the following in mind about Eagle Academy’s field trip policy:

· Field trips should be academic in nature. There should be an obvious tie-in to the learning that has been happening in class. 
· All students in the class should be included on the field trip. Field trip privileges should not be removed from a student unless there is serious concern about the safety of taking this particular student out of the building. 
· ALL Field Trips will go through Mrs. Miller, the school field trip coordinator. Teachers will be required to fill out a field trip information and request form well in advance of their desired trip. Mrs. Miller will obtain permission for the trip to occur, and then coordinate all trip details. 
· Transportation must be arranged via school bus. NO PARENTS may provide field trip transportation for the class, unless they are transporting their own child to the destination. This is a liability issue. 
·  Teachers are responsible for ensuring proper adult supervision while the class is on field trips. Parents and other responsible family members of students may act as chaperones on trips.  A good rule of thumb is one adult to every five students in grades K-2, and 1 adult to every six to seven students in grades 3-5. 
· Teachers MUST bring the following with them on ANY field trip: copies of student emergency phone numbers, written list of only those student who are attending the trip, Eagle Academy school phone number, and 1 first aid kit. Should an emergency situation occur while on a field trip, both the school and the parent(s) should be notified by the teacher as soon as possible. 
· While on ANY field trip, it is the TEACHER’S responsibility to ensure that all students are accounted for at all times, and that all students who went on the trip return when the trip is over. 
· It is the TEACHER who is responsible for their students while on field trips, even if those students are with a chaperone. Teachers would be wise to only let persons whom they know and trust to be chaperones on field trips. Teachers should be sure to communicate to chaperones where and what time the group will meet back at the end of the trip. Many teachers exchange cell phone numbers so teachers and chaperones can communicate throughout the day.
