Holidays and Classroom Parties 

As a public school, Eagle Academy does not endorse or encourage the celebrations of any one religion or faith.  Furthermore, as a school, our focus is on learning, NOT on throwing parties. There will be 3 school-wide classroom parties during the school day, for the 2011-2012 school year. These will be Fall (October 28), Winter Break (December 21), and Spring Break (April 5). In addition, there will be a schoolwide “Harvest Luncheon” on November 22. These parties will take place during the final two (2) hours of the school day. Parents are invited to attend these parties.  

Teachers may reward their class, for various reasons, with parties that do not exceed more than two (2) hours in length, and not more than one (1) per grading quarter. 


Student Birthdays

In the younger grades, parents and children are often very excited about their birthday. Parents who wish to bring in a birthday treat for their child may do so, and healthy treats are encouraged. Parents are requested not to host a full birthday party in the classroom, as birthday parties take away from instructional time.  In addition, Eagle Academy wishes to respect families whose faith prohibits the celebration of birthdays. 

To preserve instructional time, teachers are strongly urged to allow students to eat any birthday treats either during lunchtime, or during the last 10-15 minutes of the school day. 

Classroom Movies

At Eagle Academy, it is understood that the use of various forms of instructional media can greatly enhance a lesson.  Please note the following guidelines in Eagle Academy’s policy on the use of movies and television in the classroom:

· All movies and TV shown should be of educational value.
· All movies and TV shown in the classroom must be pre-viewed in its entirety by the classroom teacher. 
· All use of movies or TV MUST be cleared first through the Instructional Coach and School Leader. 
· NO movie should be shown that has a rating above PG. 
· All use of movies or TV must be noted in weekly lesson plans.

Due to these guidelines, parents and students are not encouraged to send/bring movies to school to watch during classroom parties.
