Homework Policy

The assigning of homework is an effective way for teachers to give students the opportunity to practice skills they are learning about in the classroom, at home. Homework also provides teachers an excellent opportunity to teach students responsibility. Many parents also like to see homework, as they equate it with a rigorous program. When considering assigning your students homework, please keep the following guidelines in mind:

· Homework may only be over material already taught in class, it is review material ONLY.
· Students should be able to complete the homework independently. 
· Teachers should take into consideration their student’s access or lack of access to materials at home; including pencils, pens, crayons, scissors, glue, informational resources (dictionaries, thesaurus, encyclopedias, etc.), and technology (computers, printers, calculators, etc.) NO homework may be assigned that requires a student to have access to materials and/or resources that they do not have. Please ensure your students have the tools available to be successful!
· Homework is to be considered PRACTICE, therefore, it is NOT graded (not put in the grade book). However, teachers are most definitely expected to evaluate homework and review homework with the class. 
· Homework is an excellent way to teach students responsibility, even young students. However, students will not do homework when its completion is not monitored by anyone, and it is never reviewed or revisited in any way.
· Students should be assigned homework nightly. Alternatively, students may be assigned a homework packet on Monday, with a due date of Friday. 
· Students spend all day in school, they should not spend all evening doing homework. The length of time a student spends each night on homework will vary somewhat dependant on grade level. A good rule of thumb is no more than 30 minutes in grades K-2, and no more than 1 hour in grades 3-5.
